-  Mind the style of writing (formal, informal, neutral).

-  Divide the text into several paragraphs (five).

-  Put paragraphs in logic order according to the plan using link words or phrases.

-  Try to avoid repetition (use synonyms; paraphrase the idea in other words).

-  Pay special attention to the literacy: grammar, spelling, punctuation, word order.
